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Outdoor lighting enlivens your design features!

Architects have the experience to add features that make your residence standout. These fade to obscurity without proper lighting. Textures such as rock, brick, weatherboard or natural timber are totally lost without outdoor lighting. However beams, posts and rails become awe inspiring with the correct outdoor lighting solution.
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The above house shows the use of outdoor Pillar lights. The light fixtures have two lamps, one shining up and the other shining down. Mounting outdoor Pillar lights on the pillars (or posts) effectively enlarges the premises by defining the parameters. Use of the same Outdoor lights in the covered porch serves several purposes. The first and probably the most important is that it looks warm and therefore very inviting. The second is obvious- security, and the third is that it makes the space usable. These three purposes are achieved by reflected light off the internal roof structure from the outdoor Pillar lights alone.
· Mount PPILT20 outdoor lights 66% (2/3rds) of the stud height from the ground.

· Extra ambience is achieved by use of the PPILTLGE50CO Large (400mmx 125mmD) Pillar.
Another very effective method of enlivening your environment is to use in-ground outdoor lights to light up a wall from below. Two objectives are achieved here; the first is reflected light on to the path and surrounds, the second is that very attractive light and shadows are wrought on the wall. This is especially effective on stone walls but the effect on all surfaces is very pleasing. Use step lights with a 20 watt MR16 Halogen lamp, or the Prolite Inground Uplighter with a 26 watt Fluorescent lamp- for larger projects.
· Install PSL or PIGU at a distance of approx 20% of the total height of wall from base of wall.

· The use of an outdoor light with louvers ensures there is no dazzle to walkers or vehicles.

· PIGU are energy efficient, cool touch and will illuminate 3 metre W by 20 metre H (20’ x 60’)

Low level light from outdoor lighting such as step lights or deck lights, washing across a deck or path, can enhance the surrounds beyond imagination. The reflection off the ground, particularly if the paving is a warm colour, is very pleasing and is often sufficient light for general purposes.
· PDKLED6 Deck lights are easy and quick to fit. Narrow light beam is effective for a small area.
· Deck lights are 12v DC and are energy efficient and cool touch.

· PSL Step lights illuminate a broad area, the Eyelid ensures a reduction in dazzle.

Work areas, such as barbeques or serving sideboards, require task lighting. We recommend at least two 50 watt MR16 halogen adjustable head fittings, mounted above the work station and separated, to avoid working in a shadow.

· PWST50 Adjustable wall spot, can be adjusted 360 degree in rotation and from horizontal to vertical. This covers the full half hemisphere- forward. Install at 66% of stud height.
· PTWST50 Adjustable twin wall spot. Also available with a PIR body heat sensor.

Should general lighting be required, for example at a dining situation, we recommend the use of a wall light. These wall lights have an energy efficient long life 9 watt fluorescent lamp- roughly equivalent to a 70 watt incandescent lamp in light output.
· PWALLT all round light output, can be mounted up or down. A model to run off 12volt is available.

· PPILWALLT has 9W watt fluorescent plus a 20 watt MR16 Halogen downwards for ground wash.

Available in Anodised Aluminium- mat silver, black, forest green, Aztec gold, royal blue. Solid copper and electro polished 316 Stainless Steel.
Warranty is 10 years on anodised Aluminium and 20 years on Copper and Stainless Steel
